In addition to the 5 hours of class time, you have the
opportunity to attend self study, which is supervised by one
of our teachers. He/she will be able to help you with your
individual needs, e.g. extra listening practice, exam practice
etc.
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If you want more classes, you can join other courses eg: [ELTS
preparation, English for Business or General English at an extra
fee.

If your English is at the required level, you may be able to join
other college courses at an extra fee.

The maximum class size is normally eighteen for the ESL part-
time course.

Before the course, you will have an assessment so that you will
be placed in the best class for you.
