What is the content of the course?

You will be using language in a practical way and will have
lessons concentrating on:

reading and writing

vocabulary and grammar

listening and speaking

life in the UK

In addition to the 5 hours of class time, you have the
opportunity to attend self study, which is supervised by one
of our teachers. He/she will be able to help you with your
individual needs, e.g. extra listening practice, exam practice
etc.

If you want more classes, you can join other courses eg:
I[ELTS preparation, English for Business or General English
at an extra fee.
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If your English is at the required level, you may be able to join
other college courses at an extra fee.

The maximum class size is normally eighteen for the ESOL part-
time course.

What are the entry requirements?

ESOL L1 or similar level.

Before the course, you will have an assessment so that you will
be placed in the best class for you.
During the course, you will have to do homework every lesson.

What can | do after the course?

If you successfully pass your exams you can progress to a higher
level class and if your English is at the required level, you may be
able to join other courses at the college and study in classes with

English speaking students.

If you have the necessary qualifications and English Language
skills, you can also progress to a range of courses at other
colleges or unversities.
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What are the leisure and social/cultural
activities?

The College organises a variety of activities which you can
take part in at an extra charge. These include local, national
and international trips, sports activities and international
evenings. Last year a number of our students visited New
York for a few days and some went skiing in the Italian Alps.
Our students have also enjoyed excursions to London. Local
theatre visits are organised by the College and international
evenings give you the opportunity to meet many other
students at the College. Sports activities, particularly football,
basketball and tennis are popular and a number of
international students play in the College teams.
